Do you live on the water or in a waterfront community? Do you want to protect your shoreline from erosion while also protecting your creek and the Bay? Then join us at this special Living Shoreline workshop for homeowners and community associations to learn Bay-Friendly techniques (using native vegetation and bio-engineering) for shoreline protection. Expert speakers from the Virginia Institute of Marine Sciences, the Chesapeake Bay Trust, Chesapeake Bay Foundation and other organizations will cover a range of topics, including types and benefits of living shorelines, the trend away from typical hardening of shorelines with rock and bulkheads, wave and wind energy issues, incorporating oysters as part of a living shoreline, permitting, and grant funding. An optional tour of the St. John’s College Living Shoreline project will begin at 3:30 pm. Resource handouts and refreshments will be provided.
